Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The knowledge construction process will be based on active participation, combining theoretical-practical and
practical classes with autonomous work. Socialized methods will be used, to exchanging experiences and social
and mental interaction in a broader context, such as directed discussion, exposure and explanation of content, as
well as exercises based on real contexts, Socio-individualized methods will also be used that seek to balance the
action of the group with the individual performance in order to promote the students’ adaptation, namely in solving
problems, and in carrying out, presenting and discussing a project. Moodle platform will be used to deliver all the
relevant information about the subject.

Participation in classes presupposes presence in the Zoom session, with the camera turned on. Recording of classes
(audio and video) is not allowed, as the legal framework of the General Data Protection Regime applies.
Continuous Evaluation

The final grade will result from the weighting of the following factors:

A - Project 50% (20% written assignment; 30% oral presentation and discussion)

B - Exercises asked in classes 50%
